BACKGROUND

This project takes place in Zanzibar (Tanzania) to support the reform of the Health Management Information System
(HMIS) promoted by the local Health Ministry and launched in September 2005. The importance of this action lies in
the need for reliable health data as a basis for planning adequate measures to prevent and control e = ndemic
diseases and epidemics . Only if reliable health data are available is it possible to implement control programs to
tackle urgent needs and promptly stop the spread of communicable diseases. Thus, an effective health management
information system is the basis for a national health system that should be able to cope successfully with the health
care of the whole population.

OBJECTIVES

The general objective is to improve the health of the
population through rehabilitation of the health
management information system for endemic and
epidemic diseases. Specific objectives are:

1. establishing the operational unit of the Health
Management Information System (HMIS) at the Public
Health Laboratory ‘lvo de Carneri’ (PHL-IdC) as an
epidemiologic reference center in Pemba;

2. strengthening the MoHSW District infrastructures

by providing equipment for accurate and systematic
collection and analysis of health data;

3. training local health personnel for precise

epidemiologic surveillance. i .

All the activities involved in this project will be
undertaken in co-operation with the MoHSW Zanzibar,
thus helping strengthen the managerial and training
components that guarantee the sustainability and
improvement of the services offered. Local personnel
and professionals will be trained to get the necessary
competencies and continue the activities that have been
started. Within the groups affected by this project, a
special effort will be made to make sure women enjoy
the same opportunities as men. At the end of the project
the relevant local institutions will take charge of all the
activities, which will become part of the local health
system .
