BACKGROUND

This Dispensary, started up in 2003, offers the following services:

- free surgery ;

- amobile clinic for mothers and children on Pemba island who cannot get to the Dispensary (since 2004).
For five days a week, more than 100 examinations are done every day. The Dispensary, besides offering an
invaluable free health service, provides health education about the main diseases. It is entirely managed by local

medical, paramedics and administrative staff

OBJECTIVES

To extend the medical and prevention services of th e
Gombani Dispensary by restructuring a wing for children’s
vaccinations.

Right now, this part of the Dispensary unfortunately does not
function well and its structures and hygienic conditions are
poor. Vaccination against the most common transmissible
diseases such as poliomyelitis, measles, and tetanus, which
are among the preventable causes of death in children
under five years of age, are an efficient means of control
and prevention of diseases that constitute a very high risk
for the children of Pemba. Therefore this wing of the
Gombani must be restructured to carry on providing this
valuable service in full efficiency.

AND THEN...

Restructuring the existing health care and preventive
medicine services (vaccinations, etc.) offers a real
possibility of improving daily health care for
mothers and children of the Pemba island.

All this can be achieved without being a burden to the
local hospital services (that are not very effective)
and by giving the local personnel trained for this
purpose more responsibility.
